When the service began the 
welcome was so heartfelt!  Now when the singing began, WOW, I believe I 
was hooked.  God knew how this music was going to reel me in.  The whole 
service felt all inclusive, people interacted.  The sermon, of course, was 
hard for me, but what about death is easy?  When I did finally leave that 
day I knew something in me had changed.  I was going back for more. 
  Easter 2010:  It's been two years and I am celebrating Jesus died 
and rose again for me.  I also celebrate my new life that I have come to give 
my life to Jesus and be reborn and filled with the Holy Spirit. 
  And that pulse in the air, the electric, warm and comforting 
feeling.  The feeling I could not describe that was alive, I now know what it 
is there.  The presence of the Holy Spirit is there, that's what you 
experience when you walk in the doors of Mt. Zion United Methodist 
Church.

BUMC Roof Update: 
The Administrative Council has approved the recommendation made by 

the Trustees Committee to accept a bid to replace the church roof.  We 

will be using Ag Steel instead of shingles since steel prices are close to 

shingles right now and will have a better warranty.  The cost for this 
new roof is going to be $35,000. (we have added a little over the 

amount of the bid to cover any unforeseen expenses).  Donations 
received so far total $4,060.  Please prayerfully consider making a 

donation to this project beyond your normal giving.  Being such a large 

project this was not included in the yearly budget.  We hope to start the 

project this summer but we have to have 75% down to begin.  If you have 

any questions, please contact Tracy Wagner @ 537-2749.
