Message from Thad & Sally on Facebook:
This is truly a wonderful gift! | am so amazed, humbled, and deeply thankful to God
and His people. This year we have more children under care than ever before--560 at
the moment--and our usual channels for goods-in-kind have all been diverted to Haiti.
Each of our orphanages has taken in new children and they bring with them colds
and coughs.

When we first visited what was to become the Mountain Home Orphanage in Croatia
almost every single child was sick. I'm not sure if anyone remembers but we lost a
beautiful little boy to pneumonia there that winter. Of course we took over the
orphanage and the living conditions of the children were transformed as standards of
care were put into place and the former directors put out. But | will never forget the
scene | witnessed there with 30 kids coughing and sneezing. So every year we make
sure that the medicine pantry is well stocked.

Even with high standards of care there are plenty of colds that go around with so many
kids under one roof. The liquid OTC cough and cold products are incredibly effective
on our little ones. This is truly comfort given to a sick child in the name of Jesus.
Thank you--thank you--thank you BMZ friends. You have been the hands and feet of
Jesus to the least of these. | hesitated to call on you knowing that you had already
gone the extra mile for our kids--YOUR kids. But | also knew that you would respond
with extravagant love in a truly Christ-like manner, just as you always have.

So, you who are such dear friends to the abandoned and orphaned children under
God's care, know this: in remote St. Vincent island, in the mountains of Croatia and
Bosnia within the sound of Muslim prayers from their minarets, in the dense population
of Chennai, India and the lush valleys of Cambodia where bizarre pagan idols are
worshipped--in all these places children live, grow, and prosper in the care of the King
of Kings. They have been rescued by His people and are being raised as His sons and
daughters to give witness of Him to their lost cultures. You reached out in love to them
as caring parents giving comfort to a sick child. God bless you special friends. | so
hope that | will be able to visit you this summer. | am trying to work that out.
